4. At least 9 Designs will be chosen to be included either on the large boulders or on separate stepping stones within and around the play area.

5. Entrants must certify that pictures submitted for this competition are entirely their own original work.

6. Designs must be no larger than a standard A4 page. (A5 is also permissible)
7. Entrants must agree that their works may be selected by a panel of judges for inclusion in a public exhibition.  Submissions may also be included in articles prior to competition deadline.
8. The judging panel will include; The Mayor of the Borough of Wellingborough, Paula Armstrong, Borough Council Arts Development Officer, the 2010 Wellingborough Carnival Princesses and the Editor of the Evening Telegraph *
· The judges will select those entries to be recreated and set in stone within Croyland Gardens play area.
· The judge’s decision shall be final.

· The judges reserve the right not to award any of the prizes.
9. The organisers will not accept responsibility for the safe custody of any work entered or displayed, but will endeavour to return it to the artist on completion of the competition.
